Zoom tool-Zooms in 
and out so you can 
magnify or reduce 
your view of an image. 

Crop - Trims your image 
to focus on one area. The 
area inside the selection 
box is kept; the area 
outside the selection is 
deleted.  
 

Burn tool-Darkens areas 
you drag over in an 
image. 

Dodge tool-Lightens 
areas you drag over in an 
image. 

Red Eye Brush-
Removes the appearance 
of red eyes from people 
in photos with just a few 
clicks. 
 

Sharpen tool - soft edges 
and increases clarity or 
focus when you drag over 
an area the stroke begins 
and pushing it in the 
direction you drag. 
 

Clone stamp tool-
Creates a sample or a 
clone of an image 

Blur tool -Blurs hard 
edges when you drag 
over an area. Sharpen 
tool-Sharpens soft edges 
and increases clarity or 
focus when you drag over 
an area 

Smudge tool-Smudges 
colors in an image by 
picking up color where 
the stroke begins and 
pushing it in the direction 
you drag. 
 

To get to the tool liquefy 
Click the Filter menu at the top and 
then choose distort and then liquefy 

Warp 
Smear or smudge the picture 

in a direction 

Twirl  
Spin the direction of the photo 

Pucker and Bloat 
Enlarge or reduce in a certain 

area 

Zoom and Move 
Get closer to the picture or 

move it around 

Reconstruct Tool 
Fully or partially reverses the 

changes you’ve made. 

Turbulence 
Disrupt the pixels 

Reset 
To completely restore the 

picture to when you started 

Brush Size 
Change the size of the tools 

Brush Pressure 
How much of an affect it does 

per click
