Feedback tab: a catalog of feedback you've 
received and a list of feedback you need to leave. 
 

Preferences tab: Choose how you want it to look. 

It is 
easier to have a person not buy then to deal with an angry seller 
Be creative, telling the history of your item or listing uses for it.
